


Artist  BACKGROUND


             Aster Abebe Aboye is born in 1985 in Addis Abeba, and her family originates from Hosaïna’s country, 250kms south-west of the capital city of Ethiopia. When she was a child, Aster used to draw sketches in class, but her family did not like to see her interest for useless things. Thus, in secret, she integrated her first official art institution “St George Orphan’s Endowment” in 1999, in order to follow what will gradually became her passion. During her first years, she specialized herself in black & white sketches, since she couldn’t get any support for purchasing brushes, colors and canvas…
Important things started in 2002 when she succeeded in integrating “Matt Fine Art” school.  She took advantage from her teachings to develop passion in art. Following her new inspiration along three years, she eventually obtained a first diploma in 2005. Quickly, first opportunities came for display official exhibitions in different places (Alliance Ethio-francaise in 2005, Italian Cultural Institute in 2006, Africa Union Hall in 2006…). 
Becoming more conscious of the universal dimension of art, the emerging artist also attempted to commit herself into various charity happenings, like for the ‘International Migrant Day’ organized by the International Organization for Migration (I.O.M.) in 2005, the ‘Give a Chance to Children’ initiative (Palestinian Embassy in 2006), ‘The (March 8th) international day for women’ (Women’s Affairs Office in 2007)… the artist also got the opportunity to participate in a first international event, when she was chosen to represent the country Ethiopia for the celebration of the ‘African Artist Day’ (Netherlands, 2006), for which Aster prepared a special mixed-media performance with a professional photographer.
 Eager to develop her vision of art and to face different public, Aster got another chance to display abroad, it was during her travel to France in summer 2009. Aware of the huge and long French art heritage, she chose a little village of Provence (Tourtour, Var), well known by the amateurs of art for its numerous and attractive art galleries. There, she painted a set of twenty original canvas in order to reveal the Ethiopian traditional graphics through a new contemporary vision, and presented her new production during a month in front of visitors coming from all over the world (Gallery l’écurie, July 2009).
